This is the second in a series of five posts about next year’s Free Application for Federal Student Aid, better known as the FAFSA.  The FAFSA is your application for financial aid at [INSERT INSTITUTION] and determines whether you qualify for grants, work study, loans and some scholarships.  The FAFSA has minor changes each year, but for 2024-25, the biggest changes in several decades are being implemented.  Here is what you need to know.

Because of all the changes, the FAFSA won’t be available until a little later than in past years.  The Department of Education estimates that it will be available in mid-December.

Good news! The number of questions has been cut by more than half and the application will be available in 11 languages, rather than just the current two. Some of the income questions will use a direct data load from the IRS of your and your spouse’s or parent’s tax return information. Asset questions are more streamlined than before The application is also smarter in using skip logic, which gives applicants a simpler, easy-to-understand process.

In the past when you submitted your FAFSA, the result was a Student Aid Report (SAR).  Now, that document is called a FAFSA Submission Summary (FSS). Make sure to review this document for accuracy. If you need to make a correction, you will need to use your FSA ID to log back in. The FSS will include Comment section with information on your next steps, Pell Grant eligibility and other important information.

The FAFSA has minor changes each year, but for 2024-25, the biggest changes in several decades are being implemented.  Here is what you need to know.

In the past when you submitted your FAFSA, the number that is the result was called the Estimated Family Contribution (EFC).. Now, that number is called the Student Aid Index (SAI).

However, the SAI is not calculated in the way as the EFC. The Department of Education has developed a new formula to determine the SAI. Since the questions asked about income, assets, family size and number in college are changing, the formula has to change too.

As a result of the new formula, some students will have increased Pell eligibility, while a smaller percentage of students will have decreased or no Pell eligibility.

Applicants may use Federal Student Aid’s Estimator to determine their SAI.

The FAFSA has minor changes each year, but for 2024-25, the biggest changes in several decades are being implemented.  Here is what you need to know.

The Cost of Attendance is a calculation of expected expenses during the time you are enrolled in school. It includes allowances for tuition, fees, books, course materials, supplies, equipment, living expenses including housing and food, personal expenses, transportation and loans fees, if applicable. For 2024-25, a computer allowance and professional license fee allowance will be added.

To determine financial need, we will use the Student Aid Index (SAI) the same way as the Estimated Family Contribution (EFC):

· Old calculation:  COA – EFC = financial need

· New calculation:  COA – SAI = financial need

The maximum and minimum Pell amounts are determined by state of residence, income, family size and poverty guidelines. The amount of Pell is prorated for less than full-time students in direct proportion to the number of credit hours of enrollment.

Sometimes the FAFSA doesn’t capture a student’s exact situation.  In these instances, a student may request a Professional Judgment to have [INSERT INSTITUTION] change the information on the FAFSA.

· Special Circumstances – if you have increased expenses or a reduction in income from the tax year reported on the FAFSA, you may ask for a review of your financial situation. The reason cannot be based on conditions that exist for a whole class of students. Each family’s situation is reviewed on a case-by-case basis.

· Unusual Circumstances – you can ask for a review of your dependency status. Each situation is reviewed on a case-by-case basis.

Contact a Financial Aid Administrator to ask for a review and to determine what documentation you will need to submit.
